The unique gender-balanced team concept for WTT was created in the early 70s by 

League co-founders Billie Jean King and Larry King. The format used for a WTT Pro 

League match features teams comprised of two men, two women and a coach. Each 

match consists of five sets, with one set each of men’s and women’s singles, men’s and 

women’s doubles and mixed doubles.
